Task #1:

· She didn’t seem to have much trouble finding the picture from the very small thumbnails on the target.  She considered the target for a moment and looked in the correct circle of the target and very quickly spotted the pink rose.

· She touches the photo to indicate clicking and it then shows up in the bin.

· She seemed a little confused about what to do after it showed up in the bin and didn’t really know how to get a full-sized version of the photo at that point.

· Finally she then clicked “share” from the actions near the photo bin.  This action took a while and was not immediate.

· Overall she completed the entire task in about 3 minutes.

· The way the actions related to the bin seemed confusing to her since she didn’t associate the actions with the photos in the bin and had some trouble sharing the picture.
Task #2:

· Although there were filtering options she might have used on the side of the PhotoCat interface (specifically filtering by place or date), she immediately clicked all the photos in the appropriate ring for the day of Friday so she could see enlarged versions in the bin.

· It is unclear whether the pictures were sufficiently visible in the rings of the target interface since she clicked all pictures in the Friday ring to add each to the bin.
· Clicking may be wasteful of effort since she clicked each photo individually in order to see an enlarged version.

· She then double-clicked each picture in the bin individually which brought up a sharing window for that one photo each time.

· Sharing this way would create five shares (one for each picture) and five emails to the friend.
· The fact that she used a difficult way of sharing for a group of photos indicated that the bin and the actions associated with it were probably very unclear.
· We need to be sure that association between the bin and carrying out actions on it are clear.
Task #3:

· She clicks on each of the pictures in the circle for July 2004 from the previous year and gets the computer to display them all in the bin.  Although filtering by time could be an effective strategy she took the direct route of clicking all the photos in the July ring.
· Also note that the computer automatically started her out with the year view for this task, so we don’t know if she could have easily switched to the year view instead of the default view for the past seven days.

· Again, she clicks each photo from the bin and gets a sharing screen for each individually. The actions that are supposed to operate on the bin as a whole are apparently not understood.  She then cancels

· The bin does not act the way she expects because as she clicks each picture a dialog comes up to share an individual photo.  She cancels the dialog and goes back and clicks the information to save the photos as an album.
Task #4:

· She clicks on all pictures in the circle from three weeks ago and they go into the bin. (Computer had a glitch the first time on this).  Though she could have filtered by person she chose not to.

· The pictures are filling up the bin and she chose more than she needed.  It seems that people cannot see the small individual thumbnails on the target well?

· In any case,  she adds them all to the bin.  Again she clicks on individual photo in the bin and shares it.  She repeats the share task for each of the pictures she wants to share.  Again, this would result in individual email sharing for each photo and she doesn’t associate the actions with the bin.
General comments

The bullseye interface is “kind of confusing.” You have to figure out which section is which and to find where the pictures belong in the interface and the circles.
Which views did you like/dislike?

Week view is the hardest to use.

Month view was the easiest.

Year view, kind of confusing—what was all the the empty space?
Week view, didn’t follow it around like a clock but looked top to bottom.

Images thumbnails on the target “were fine” although she put everything into the bin—even the ones she apparently didn’t want to take a specific action on.
She was confused by the albums and friends in the interface.  She says she didn’t know what to do with those boxes.

How she works with photos at home:

Makes new folders in my pictures and put pictures in them. Rename them by name.   She says the Interface may help her remember what day she took the pictures if she needs to know that for some reason.
What aspects would you use?

Time is the #1 aspect she would use.
Location she might not use.

Other services she’s used for sharing?
