TESTING SCENARIOS
Scenario #1: You took some camera-phone pictures at a holiday party on Saturday. The party was held at your friend’s house in Oakland. Today is Monday and you’re at work. You want to browse through your party pictures and pick out the good ones to share with your friends who were there. Your photos were automatically uploaded to PhotoCat when they were taken on Saturday.

Scenario #2: Last summer (July, 2004), you and your family took a vacation to the Grand Canyon. Now it is March, 2005, and you want to look back at your photos. You want to save the best ones (20-30 photos) as a group and share two of them with a relative.

Scenario #3: Your mom’s 50th birthday is coming up next month. You want to find some pictures of her from a few years back to create a birthday card. You have all your digital photos since 1998 stored on PhotoCat. There are about 300 photos per year. You’d like to find a good picture of her from each year.

Scenario #4: Your married friends Joe and Jane are flying in from the East Coast to visit for a week. The last time you saw them was when you flew out to their house in Mystic, Connecticut in 2000. You want to find some of the photos you took of them from that vacation. These photos are mixed with a lot of other photos that you took on that East Coast trip.
