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I started my design session with just a little  brainstorming…





What do the three dimensions we are trying to address mean to people?





Also realized another dimension might be quantity…does it matter if you have 1 picture from a place or a person…or many?





What if it is the only picture you have of that place, person, occasion?





If you share more pictures with a person..does that say something about your relationship with the person?











This is more brainstorming…





What does Location mean to people?





If we are looking at people who are present…what about kids? Pets? Other people who don’t have a bluetooth device…





When we did interviews it was interesting that most of our interviewees went back to the pictures right away (so do the folks in our scenarios) this was the time the shared pictures and such….


Anyway…











All of the examples we looked at had thumbnails organized in a sequential order…none of them dealt with pictures from other parties


(humm…if someone gives you a picture…is it then yours?).  I was trying to think about other ways time is expressed…





Heh…we are starting to get to the “good stuff” now…





The top line is the result of the drawings below…





Thinking about a timeline that shows a couple different things…1 quantity of pictures, 2 the people present or identified in the pictures…the bigger the stick figure…the more present they were…


	The timeline is broken up by day…


I think it is rare that people will want finer granularity than that to begin with


	


The question…is this powerful enough to find a specific picture with ease?


	


In my scenario I have Darla looking for a picture with “Mario” and tagged with the event of “play school”





There would have to be some other controls…for this I am sort of drawing a blank…maybe someone wants to build from here?





I dunno…I was working in graphviz yesterday…I was inspired….I am not sure this supports the type of browsing that any of our users would do…





Perhaps! If the person in the center was linked to things like


“location”


“event tags”


“co present”


“date”





Then clicking would traverse the graph…but I kinda think having pictures up right away…is important…any thoughts?





I am not so sure what I was going for here…





The different rows signify the different people present taking pictures that are already known by the person…





Spaces between the rows indicates that the pictures were taken at the same time but not at the same location





People down the middle…


- To the right and the left are the pictures closest in time and distance…


- Scrolling either way keeps people in center…photos move…





I was inspired from the Map of the Stock Market…


I don’t really like the idea…but I threw it in here anyway.





Attempted to think of something useful and easy using a map as an expression of location…seems clunky and un useful…





If you took a picture somewhere you either only want to know generally where it is…or understand really well where it is…in either case a map isn’t really very helpful





This is way too “cockpit” like to be useable or friendly
