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We are building a tool that will allow computer science instructors to tag curriculum and lesson units with metadata. We will ask you to perform a set of tasks taking the role of a computer science instructor. This computer science instructor is trying to tag metadata to his lesson units that are stored in online interactive formats.

Tasks to perform:

1. Please tag a quiz lesson unit titled “Tail Recursion” with some relevant metadata using the Metadata tagging wizard.

a. You want to add a new metadata of your own that is not already exist in the available form, how would you do it?

b. You notice that the “Basic/Quiz info” metadata page does not contain all the information that you want to attach to the quiz, what would you do now?
c. You want to attach another piece of metadata titled “publisher” to the quiz, how would you do it?

d. You are not quite satisfied with the default selection and arrangement of the metadata on the “Basic/Quiz Info” metadata input form, and you want to personalize the page, how would you do it? 

2. You, the instructor want to tag the same quiz with the domain-specific metadata (topics) titled “decomposition”, “identify similarity”, how would you do that?

3. You, the instructor, wants to tag the same quiz with some metadata in the areas of personal notes that you would like to pass on to your TAs, or the future instructors. Suppose these metadata are ”Discussion Benefits” under “needs offline Activity”, and “To External links to lecture”, how would you do it?

4. Now you are ready to author the quiz, how would you do it? 

5. Based on your observation of our interface, what additional things do you think you can do? Or the interface provides for you?

6. Do you have any other comments?
