5. Find The Financial Times site in the folder.


6. Move the site to the "Newspaper" folder.

1. Go to the "Map" view.


2. Find and select The New York Times home page as the root document in the "Map" view.


3. Find the second page of one of the articles you read.

1. Go to the "Calendar" view.




2. Open a search window to start a search on all pages from The New York Times.




3. Then go to last week (Feb 28 - Mar 6) and determine which day (not Fri and not Wed) it was when you visited The New York Times.
