
Final Paper

Your final paper should consolidate all of the information from your earlier draft assignments.  Content should include the following types of information, but you can structure the paper as best communicates the project and its results.

Contents: 

· Executive summary – brief description of the project, methods used, important results, and recommendations for changes and future testing.

· Project description – overview project and goals with details from project plan.

· User definition – describe users with details from your user definition. 

· Task analysis – tasks you are addressing and their context in the total user experience.

· Methods – description of methods you chose and why, including your planning.

· Results – problems and strengths that you found with supporting data.

· Design recommendations – changes you would make in response to the results and how this is supported by the feedback or other data.

· Future study recommendations – what issues require further study and what methods would you suggest.

· Conclusions – what did you learn and what do you recommend.

· Appendices – surveys, questionnaires, screen shots, user instructions, detailed results data, and other materials used in your project.

· Clarity and scope of project definition

· Clarity of audience definition 

· Usefulness of task analysis for project goals

· Appropriate selection of methods for project goals

· Completeness of user involvement in methods

· Quality of method planning

· Quality of method execution

· Completeness of findings documentation 

· Significance of findings

· Appropriate recommendations for changes

· Appropriate recommendations for future feedback methods

· Clarity and conciseness of writing

· Overall structure and formatting of paper
