What is the approximate number of charges for 2003 in Music, Dance, Drama and Film?

200 (no hesitation)
How does it compare to the number of charges in other subject areas at that time?

Middle-to low (no hesitation)
Which subject area tends to have higher circulation over time: Engineering or Literature?

Literature (no hesitation…used the subject filters “just for fun”)
Are there particular months of the year when circulation seems consistently high or low in general?  

Chose 2003….”there’s a bump in early spring, and maybe again in the fall.”

Do the patterns appear to be subject-specific, or applicable across subjects?

In engineering it just goes down…maybe people drop out of engineering.
Are there any items that have both very high holdings and high circulation in languages and literature in 2001?

Yes….a volume on phonology.
Did you identify anything of particular interest in the holdings and circulation patterns as you browsed?

Most items have a circulation of 1.
Is the process of zooming in from left to right intuitive?

Yes.
How do you like the look and feel of the interface?

It’s very simple and clean, I like it.
What do you find most appealing?  Least appealing?

It’s easy to drill down to what I want to see.  I don’t like that the visual divider disappears if I filter down to one subject area.
Is loading time reasonable?

Yes, given that it’s dynamic it’s good.
What additional data and/or features would you find most helpful?

More explicit labeling of graph axes.  I’d also like the ability to combine subjects in a single bar graph, and then generate the scatter graph on the combined subjects (need to include a way to remove subjects from the scatter graph one by one if that is done).
Any additional comments on this visualization?

Consider an over/under layout instead of left-right; include the show/hide controls next to graphs instead of as separate controls.
