1.  Uniform Areas - Boat.psd
a. Clone Stamp

b. takes a sample - which you can apply over any image or layer
i. set brush tip & options, opacity, and flow 
ii. hold down Alt/Option to select

1. then click & drag to print stamp 

2. Cross Hairs show where it’s sampling from!

iii. Aligned - sample pixels continuously, w/o losing the current sampling point (even if you release the mouse button). 
iv. Deselect Aligned - continues to use the sampled pixels from the initial sampling point each time you stop and resume painting

c. Spot Healing Brush 

i. Automatically samples from around the retouched area & blends
ii. Remove wake

2.  Non Uniform Areas – Climber.psd

a. Healing Brush

i. Applies & blends non-uniform areas

ii. Hold Alt near D

iii. SHORT strokes

b. Patch Tool

i. Select around holes in mountain (arrow tools to position)

ii. Drag selection to a nearby area

iii. Deselect

3. Straighten image

a. Ruler Tool  (under the eyedropper)

b. Zoom In

c. Image > Rotate > Arbitrary
4. Levels
· correct tonal range & color balance - adjusting intensity shadows, midtones, & highlights.

a. Left = shadows


b. Middle = midtones


c. Right = highlights


d. Drag to where the histogram begins (this shifts the lightest closer to white & the darkest closer to black)

e. Contrast/Auto Contrast (don’t need to use for this photo)

5. Change Color

a. Imbalanced color (red cast)
i. Image > Adjustments > Auto Color 

b. Hue & Saturation

i. Colorize

c. Replace Color

i. Use marquee tool to select the flower

ii. Image > Adjustments > Replace Color

iii. Adjust fuzziness

iv. Make sure PREVIEW is on

d. Desaturate & Invert

6. Extracting an Image

a. Open tulip.jpg
i. Filter > extract
1. paint brush & fill

ii. Preview

iii. Black Matt

iv. If it doesn’t look good, go back & fix

b. Open weeds.psd

i. Go to Filter > Extract

1. Use small paintbrush for edges

2. Use larger for fill

3. Force foreground (choose a light color)

ii. Preview > black matt

7. Clipping Path

a. Type “garden”

i. Turn into a rasterized image

b. Open clouds.jpg

i. Pull onto flower image

c. Turn into a clipping path

8. Layer Mask
· Like masking tape.    

· Allow you to make changes to areas w/o affecting the image itself.  
· Also allow you to use paint tools & filters as selection tools


a. Open Window.jpg

b. Move onto the Flower.jpg

c. Magic Wand (deselect contiguous)

i. Select white area

d. Mask the layer
i. Color is in grayscale 

ii. White is the preserved area (w/o the masking tape)

iii. Black is the blocked out region (the masking tape)  

iv. Can add more area using paint & filters

e. Select inverse (ctrl + i)

f. Link vs. Unlinked
g. Apply Layer Mask

i. Commits mask to the layer

h. Delete Mask

i. Option to apply, cancel, & delete

i. Add Layer mask to selection

i. Selects mask

9. Loose Ends
a. Quick color fill

i. Create a shape & fill it

ii. Backspace to turn the whole layer into the foreground color

iii. Ctrl to turn the whole layer into the background color
iv. Change it to a locked layer

v. Now, try the Backspace & Ctrl fill

b. Save for the web

i. Ctrl + shift + Alt + s
